This test demonstrates that a dog can be left with a trusted person, if necessary, and will maintain its training and good manners. Evaluators are encouraged to say something like “Would you life for me to watch your dog?” You will give the leash to the evaluator and go out of sight for 3 minutes. You may tell your dog to stay if it already has a down or sit-stay. The dog does not have to stay in position but it can not continually bark, whine, or pace unnecessarily, or show anything stronger than mild agitation or nervousness. 

As you and your dog work together, you will discover a bond developing that is based on trust. Not only will you being to trust your dog’s manners, but it will trust you and your judgment, even when occasionally left in a strange place, such as a friend’s home, a grooming shop, or a boarding kennel. The easiest way to train this exercise is to have a helper who holds the dog’s leash while you go out a short distance. You will gradually lengthen the distance you leave the dog. Before long, you will learn to be briefly separated from you and to stay with a person you trust.


After your dog is comfortable with the above exercise go out of sight for a few seconds as you practice distance on your “stay” command. You can walk behind a tree or around the corner of a building. You can have your helper let you know if your dog breaks the stay. If your dog breaks the stay, go back and reposition the dog saying, “stay.” Don’t go too far away too soon or your dog will not be successful.
